SWFHJA SANCTIONED DIVISIONS

USEF DIVISIONS ARE IN GREEN
 Schooling Show Divisions/Special Classes (**)
**ALL fence heights listed for class specifications are the MAXIMUM height to be offered in each section. 

**ALL class specifications are to be reviewed by the Board of Directors in December of each show year to update any changes/revisions as necessary per USEF/USHJA rule amendments for the new horse show year. 

AMATEUR OWNER HUNTER:

Open to horses owned and ridden by an amateur rider as defined by the USEF/USHJA. Leased horses or horses owned by another rider are not eligible for this division. Horses to jump 3’3’’ or 3’6”.

JUNIOR HUNTER:

Horse rider combination may not cross enter into the Children’s Division at the same show. Open to horses with junior riders as defined by the USEF/USHJA. Fences 3’6”.

(**)ADULT AMATEUR HUNTER: (points combined w/children hunter for (s) shows)
For adult amateurs 18yrs of age or older showing horses or ponies. Suitability is a factor. Riders may enter any equitation class for which they are also eligible. If also showing an A/O Hunter or Jumper – rider may only show one additional horse in this section. Horse/Rider combo cannot also ride in A/O sections at the same show. Can be combined with Children’s Hunter. Jumps at 3’ or 3’3’’.

(**)CHILDREN’S HUNTER: (points combined w/adult amateur hunter for (s) shows)
Exhibitors under age 18 showing horses only. Suitability is a factor. Riders may show in any equitation class, but may not show in the Junior Hunter section at the same show. May be combined with Adult Amateur Hunter or Children’s Ponies Hunter. Horses may cross enter into other divisions if otherwise eligible. Jumps at 3’ or 3’3”.
GREEN HUNTER:

Open to horses in their first or second year of showing at USEF regulation height of 3’6’’ as of Dec. 1st . First year green jumps 3’6” and 3’9’’ for second year green. Horses competing in this section may not cross enter into the PreGreen division.

NON-THOROUGHBRED HUNTER:

Open to any horse/rider. Horse must not hold Jockey Club paper’s as a registered TB. Fences 3’

PREGREEN HUNTER:

Open to horses in their first or second year showing at USEF regulation height of 3’ as of Dec 1st. Horses maintain two years of eligibility. To jump 3’ with the option of 3’3” for second year horses. To follow USEF Zone 4 Specs
(**)LOW CHILD/ADULT AMATEUR HUNTER:

Open to junior riders under 18 and adult amateur riders. Horse/Rider combination may not cross enter into any class where the jumps exceed 2’9”. Emphasis on suitability and manners. Horses and ponies eligible – to jump 2’6”. Division can be split into children’s and adult sections if 3 or more entries in each(at management’s discretion).
(**)CHILDREN’S PONY HUNTER:

For junior riders under age 18 on ponies. Manners and suitability to be emphasized. Small/Med ponies to jump 2’ and larges at 2’6”. Riders may ride one pony at 2’ and one pony at 2’6” if also showing in the regular pony division BUT CANNOT cross enter on the SAME pony. Riders may cross enter into the green pony division. Ponies may cross enter into divisions they are also eligible for. Riders cannot cross enter into any class above 3’3’’ (except jumpers) at the same show. The section may be divided into sm/med and large sections if three or more ponies in each. May also be combined with the Children’s Hunters. Lines to be set on the 12’ horse stride. No in and out to be used.

(**)SMALL PONY HUNTER: (Ponies points combined for (s) shows)
Open to ponies of any age 12.2h and under. Riders may not be over 12 years in age. Ponies to jump 2’3’’. Pony may cross enter into Childrens’ Pony Hunter with another rider. Suitability of pony to rider to be emphasized.
(**)MEDIUM PONY HUNTER: (Ponies points combined for (s) shows)
Open to ponies of any age larger than 12.2h but not to exceed 13.2h. Riders may not be over 14 years of age. Ponies to jump 2’6”. Pony may cross enter into the Children’s Pony Hunter with another rider. Suitability of pony to rider to be emphasized.

(**)LARGE PONY HUNTER: (Ponies points combined for (s) shows)
Open to ponies of any age larger than 13.2 but not to exceed 14.2h. Riders must be juniors under age 18. Ponies to jump 3’. Pony may cross enter into the Children’s Pony Hunter with another rider. Suitability of pony to rider to be emphasized.

GREEN PONY HUNTER:

Open to ponies 14.2h and under who are in their first year of showing at USEF regulation height as of Dec 1st. Only one year of eligibility – pony may not move to another height section and regain new eligibility. Only junior riders under 18 may compete. Pony may cross enter into the children’s pony with another rider. Small to jump 2’3” mediums 2’6” and larges to jump 2’9”. 
YOUNG HUNTER:

Open to horses or ponies of any age in their first or second year of showing over fences. To jump 2’3” to 2’6”.

BEGINNER HUNTER/PRE-CHILDREN’S/ADULT: 
(Intermediate Hunter “A” shows)
Open to any horse or pony in their first or second year of showing over fences OR any beginner rider in their first or second year of showing. To Jump 2’OR 2’3”.
(**)SHORT STIRRUP HUNTER: (Short/Long combined for (S) shows only)
Open to inexperienced riders 12 and under on horses or ponies. Only 2 years eligibility unless 15 blue ribbons are won which limits rider to only one year of eligibility. Riders may only cross enter into flat classes and short stirrup equitation classes. May not cross enter into children’s ponies. To jump 18” Once a rider competes 2’ or larger at any show they are no longer eligible for short stirrups.
(**)WALK TROT DIVISION: (Walk Trot Poles Added 11/30/12)
Open to riders who have never cantered at a horse show. Points to follow rider for each class. May cross enter into crossrails hunter and equitation at the same show if NOT cantering in ANY class) While many shows offer many different types of WT classes only the following four classes will count for year end awards: Walk Trot Under Saddle; Walk Trot Pleasure; Walk Trot Equitation, Walk Trot Poles.
(**) CROSSRAILS HUNTER (Added 11/30/12)
(Open to ANY age beginner not to have ridden over two years in any show. May cross enter into Short/Long Stirrups. Trot or canter 8 fences. Rider may not have jumped higher than 18” at any show)

(**)PLEASURE HORSE:(may combined w/ponies at (S) shows/points combined for (s) year end)
Open to all horses and riders. To be shown at a walk, trot and canter both ways of the ring. No more than 8 at one time may be asked to hand gallop.  Emphasis on manners and way of going. May be asked additional tests such as halt, back up, drop reins, etc.  May not be combined with ponies at rated shows.
(**)PLEASURE PONY: (may combined w/horses at (S) shows/points combined for (s) year end)
Open to all ponies and junior riders under 18 years of age. To be shown at a walk, trot and canter both ways of the ring. No more than 8 at one time may be asked to hand gallop.  Emphasis on manners and way of going. May be asked additional tests such as halt, back up, drop reins, etc.  May not be combined with horses at rated shows.
11& UNDER EQUITATION:

Open to riders ages 11 and under as of Dec. 1st of the show year. To jump 2’3”. May be asked USEF tests 1-8 on the flat.

12-14 EQUITATION:

Open to riders 12-14 years of age as of Dec 1st of the show year. To jump either 2’6” or 3’ at management’s discretion. May be asked USEF tests 1-12 on the flat.

15-17 EQUITATION:

Open to riders 15-17 years of age as of Dec 1st of the show year. To jump either 3’ or 3’6” at management’s discretion. May be asked USEF tests 1-18 on the flat.

ADULT AMATEUR EQUITATION:

Open to amateur riders 18 years of age and up. To jump 3’. Riders may not cross enter on the same horse into the Amateur Owner Hunter Division at 3’6”. USEF tests 1-18 may be asked on the flat.
(**)LOW CHILD/ADULT AMATEUR EQUITATION:

Open to junior riders under 18 and adult amateurs as defined by USEF regulations. May not compete in any class over 2’9” at the same show on any horse. May not cross enter into the age group equitation or adult amateur equitation at the same show.

(**) CROSSRAIL EQUITATION: (Added 11/30/12)
Open to inexperienced riders only OF ANY AGE. Riders may trot or canter a simple course of crossrails. Simple changes are permitted. Points to follow the rider for the season. No more than 8 riders at a time will be asked to canter on the flat. Riders may cross enter into short stirrups hunter/eq and flat classes for which they are otherwise eligible BUT may not enter any jumping class larger than 18”. Once a rider jumps 2’ or larger at any show they are not eligible for cross rails.
(**)SHORT/LONG STIRRUP EQUITATION:

Open to inexperienced riders 12 and under (short stirrup) or riders over age 12 (Long Stirrup) on horses or ponies. Emphasis on manners and suitability. Only two years of eligibility per rider UNLESS 15 blue ribbons are won which limits rider to only one year of competition in this division. Riders may cross enter into crossrails and any other flat class for which they are eligible BUT may not enter any jumping class larger than 18”. Once a rider has competed at a show over fences 2’ or larger they are no longer eligible for short stirrups.

(**)BEGINNER RIDER/PRE-CHILDREN’S/ADULT EQUITATION: 

(Intermediate Hunter “A” shows)

Open ONLY to Beginner Riders of ANY AGE in their first or second year of showing. Once a rider has competed at fences 2’6” or higher they are no longer eligible for this division. To jump 2’ to 2’3”.
(**) LOW CHILD JUMPER (Added 11/30/12)
Open to junior riders under 18 years of age as defined by USEF Regulations. To show at Level 2 (3’3”/1.00M) or lower. May not compete in any class Level 4 (3’9”/1.15M) or over at the same show. A rider may show only one additional horse in this division in addition to those horses owned or lease by the rider
(**) LOW ADULT AMATEUR JUMPER (Added 11/30/12)
Open to adult amateurs as defined by USEF Regulations. To show at Level 2 (3’3”/1.00M) or lower. May not compete in any class Level 4 (3’9”/1.15M) or over at the same show. A rider may show only one additional horse in this division in addition to those horses owned or lease by the rider
CHILD/ADULT JUMPERS:

Open to junior riders under 18 years of age and adult amateurs as defined by USEF Regulations. To show at Level 3 or Level 4. May not compete in any class Level 5 or over at the same show. A rider may show only one additional horse in this division in addition to those horses owned or leased by the rider.
JUNIOR/AMATEUR OWNER JUMPERS:

Open to Junior riders 18 years of age and adult amateurs who own their horse. Amateurs may not ride leased horses or horses owned by another party in this division. To Jump Level 5 for Low Jr./AO or may be offered as High Jr/AO at level 6 to 7. May not cross enter into the children’s/adult jumper on any horse at the same show.

PONY JUMPERS:

Open to junior riders under 18 years of age mounted on any size pony 14.2h and under. Jumps may be set at Level 0-3 at management’s discretion BUT all ponies jump the same Level at the show (fence heights not changed for sm/med/lrg ponies). (Please note – Pony Jumpers may ONLY be offered at rated shows Level 3-4).  Ponies may cross enter into divisions they are otherwise eligible. 
 (**)SWFHJA MEDAL:
To be offered at schooling shows only. The Medal is open to junior and amateur riders at 2’/2’6”/3’. Riders must win 1st place or earn 20 points to qualify for the Finals to be held in November. Overall year end award will also be given. Top four riders may be tested at judge’s discretion. Open to both horses and ponies. 
(**)SWFHJA HUNTER CLASSIC: (Revised 11/30/12)
To be offered at schooling shows only. SWFHJA Sanctioned hunter divisions except crossrails hunter, are eligible to participate. The rider must select which hunter division will be their classic score prior to the start of the class. Only one horse/rider combination is eligible for the Classic. Horses winning 1st place or earning 20 points are qualified for the year end Final to be held in November. Overall Year End Award will also be given.
